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BOX 1: American Community Survey 2005-2007

The survey's stated purpose is to provide Federal, State and Local entities with community data,
identical in composition to the decennial census, but on an annual basis. The increased frequency of
data collection is intended to allow for more accurate planning/assessment of community initiatives.
Approximately 3 million households nationwide are included in the survey each year.

The combination of the annual surveys increases the number of participating households and
therefore provides more accurate estimates for the population. However, and especially for narrowly
defined categories (for example, pre-school enrollment rates for children 3-4 years of age who live in a
household with a cultural work), the estimates are likely to have large standard errors. This means
that these estimates lie within a range of possible values, and the smaller the sample, the larger the
uncertainty associated with the estimate.

Data are collected in two stages, t keeu nfeirrast ti
(i.e. to be filled out and returned by a household member). Households for which there is no response
to the mailed form are designated for follow up via a phone call or personal visit. Households to be
sampled are selected from the Census Bureau's Master Address File, which is categorized by county.
Data are also coded by state, division and region to accommodate various analysis by geographic
factor s. Sampling rate is varied by thee si
very smallest to 2% for the largest. Data collected include a wide variety of demographic and

economic variables.
